Key Vocabulary
salivary gland 

Saliva is produced which helps you chew, taste and swallow food. 

[image: ][image: ]First part of the small intestine. Food is broken down by bile from the duodenum and enzymes from the pancreas.
duodenum

Produces enzymes to break down fats, proteins and carbohydrates and releases them to the duodenum.
pancreas

Produces bile, which helps absorb fats. Bike is sent the gallbladder to be stored. The gall bladder releases bile to the duodenum when needed. 

liver

Teeth tear, cut and grind food into smaller pieces while the tongue mixes food with saliva.
Entry point for food and helps move food along the oesophagus.  
teeth and tongue

mouth

A muscular tube which moves food from the mouth to the stomach.
oesophagus

An organ in the digestive system where food is broken down with stomach acid and by being churned around.

stomach

Part of the intestine where nutrients are absorbed into the body.
small intestine

Part of the intestine where water is absorbed from remaining waste food. Stools are formed in the large intestine.

large intestine

Part of the digestive system where stools are stored before leaving the body through the anus.

Humans can have up to 4 wisdom teeth, although not every has them. Wisdom teeth no longer have a function.

Humans have 9 molars, two in each quarter of the mouth. Molars are used for grinding food. 
molar

Humans have 8 pre-molars, two in each quarter of the mouth. Pre-molars are for holding and crushing food. 
pre-molar

Humans have 4 canine teeth, one in each quarter of the mouth, on either side of the incisors. Canines are for tearing and ripping. 
canine

Humans have 8 incisors altogether; 4 in the upper jaw and 4 in the lower jaw. Incisors are used for biting and cutting food.
